Finally, the Ebb Tide Board Room provides a luxurious setting for board meetings or small presentations.

Accommodations
The resort boasts 178 Luxurious hotel rooms and suites all of which feature complimentary wireless internet, king or queen beds, voicemail, coffee makers, iron and ironing boards, hair dryers and luxury amenity products.
