On June 15th the Samoset opened the doors of its new Italian restaurant La Bella Vita Ristorante and Enoteca Lounge.  La Bella Vita will celebrate the passion for good food by using only the freshest ingredients served in a traditional Italian style.  The new design of the restaurant focuses on rustic touches and materials most commonly found in Italian kitchens such as copper, marble, wood and iron.  The Enoteca Lounge sits adjacent to the restaurant and features a live action antipasto bar and a theatrical, wood-burning oven.  It is designed to be a place where guests can linger over a glass of wine and small plate of food, enjoying each other’s company.   
Another very important addition to the resort is The Spa at Samoset, opening its doors on June 23rd.   The new Spa will have four treatment rooms, with one dedicated to couples only, and a nail salon.  The Spa at the Samoset will provide a tranquil seaside escape built on the natural serenity of the surrounding ocean landscape. The space will be relaxed, comfortable and inviting. The materials and furnishings will reflect a Maine seaside aesthetic.  The spa also features a relaxation lounge and beautiful outdoor patio, meant to invite patrons to relax by a fire while taking in the sweeping vista of the Penobscot Bay and the aroma of the ocean as an integral part of their spa experience. 
Finally, the resort will be adding three new luxury guest cottages which will meet the growing need for accommodations similar to the extremely popular and recently renovated two-bedroom Flume Cottage, which re-launched in 2010. Wind Drift, a 2-bedroom unit that sleeps four, is 1,206 sq. ft., including the porch.   Each cottage features a fully equipped kitchen, central air, stackable washer/dryer, gas fireplace, radiant bathroom heated floors, screened in porches, cherry kitchen cabinets and granite counters, Ipod docking stations, flat screen televisions in both the bedroom and living room, under the counter refrigerator, dishwasher, Jenn Air stove, microwave, luxurious king-sized beds and hardwood floors.
Also new for the 2011 season is a renovation to 28 rooms in the deluxe wing which includes new carpet, wall coverings, glass shower surrounds, bedding, window treatments and furniture.

Among the renovations already completed at the Samoset within the last two years are a family-friendly, zero-entry, free form pool complete with a hot tub and outdoor fire pit added in 2009. A convenient full-service “Splash” pool bar and café was also added to the pool area. 
In 2010, eighteen suites, including the Breakwater Luxury Suite and the Hot Tub Suites, were refurbished to add new furniture, bedding, fixtures, lighting, moldings, vanities, mirrors and 32” LDC Flat screen televisions.  In addition, the Flume Cottage was completely renovated to include a new kitchen, bathrooms, floors, windows, furnishings and soft-goods.  The golf cart fleet was also updated to include 72 brand-new vehicles.
